COMMUNITY DEFIBRILLATORS 
Filey Town Council has worked in partnership to provide two community defibrillators, one for the town 
centre which is housed on the former HSBC Bank by kind permission of Co-op FuneralCare Services and 
one on the seafront which is housed on the wall of the H M Coastguard building by kind permission of H M 
Coastguard.   

Sponsorship funding for the defibrillators has been provided  by H M Coastguard, Co-op FuneralCare 
Services, the former Filey & District Safety Committee, Filey Rotary Club and the Town Councilôs 
Emergency Planning Group. 

The defibrillators are very easy to use and can be used by anyone, if required just dial 999 and the 
Ambulance Service will provide a code to access the defibrillator and once the device is switched on it will 
talk you through how to use it and where to place the pads. The device will analyse a persons heart rhythm 
and will only  provide an electric shock if required.

Responsible for setting the parish precept, awarding of grants, civic engagements and civic events, 
representation of many local groups and organisations, Christmas and permanent lighting schemes, 
flooding and emergency planning, town plan, manages the Filey Bandstand, acts as the Burial Authority 
for the Lawns Cemetery, manages the Crimlisk Fisher Archive, owns Filey Museum Building, Filey 
Allotments land, Parish Wood land and Queen Street Garden, responsible for maintenance of 
Commemorative seating and some Public Shelters, the production of the council newsletter, the Filey 
Town Guide and Town Map and management of community noticeboards and much more.

Responsible for Planning, Licensing, Environmental Health, Housing & Harbours and Land, Waste
